
The children will be listening and responding to adults, following simple 
one step instructions. They will listen and be encouraged to join in with 
stories and rhymes. They will gain someone’s attention by using their 
name and use school-based vocabulary in their speech. 

Children will learn that it is safe to leave their adults and will explore the 
setting and equipment in the nursery. They will know where to put their 
belongings and how to access them. Children will develop self-help skills 
and know who the adults are to go to for support. 
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Children will learn how to take off / on their coat etc. They will navigate 
the setting safely and appropriately, using equipment and resources 
appropriately. Children will explore mark making, whole body movement, 
building, and other physical opportunities.
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Children will join in with number songs and rhymes. They will know the 
colours red, blue, yellow and at least one more. They will be able to sort 
and match objects in relation to their colour, shape or size. 
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Children will learn where to find resources for mark making, building, 
making and narrating opportunities. Children will begin to pretend and 
use role play resources appropriately and join in with singing and 
conversation. 
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The children will be able to identify some sounds in the environment. 
They will learn some simple songs, rhymes and stories and be able to join 
in with them. They children will listen to and join in with a repetitive 
story and talk about what they can hear. 
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Children will know and talk about their homes and families. They will 
begin to explore the environment using their senses and talk about what 
they can see in relation to their environment or their play.
